Abstracts

Batticaloa, situated in the Eastern part of Sri Lanka, has grappled with multifaceted challenges across social,
economic, political, and cultural spheres, predominantly stemming from the protracted civil war that spanned for
decades. The repercussions of the conflict have left a lasting impact on households, necessitating adaptations to a
progressively deteriorating economic landscape and the abrupt shocks of political violence (Korf and Silva, 2003).
Although the civil war officially concluded in 2009, pockets of the population, particularly in Batticaloa, continue to
grapple with inadequate living standards, unmet basic necessities, and persistent development issues. This research
delves into the aftermath of the civil war, exploring the lingering challenges faced by communities in Batticaloa and
their broader implications on the nation's overall well-being. The study reveals that the end of the conflict did not
uniformly translate into an improvement in living standards; rather, it brought about a decline in various aspects of
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socio-economic, political, cultural, and livelihoods development. A critical examination of the affected population
exposes a spectrum of issues, including but not limited to poor health and education, high dropout rates,
displacement, unemployment, economic instability, drug trafficking, sexual abuses, suicides, robberies, bribes,
family separation, and the disproportionate impact on women and children. Furthermore, the research sheds light
on the rise in accidental deaths, an increase in child labour, and the mounting burden of micro-credit obligations on
the affected population. This paper aims to contribute to the existing body of knowledge by providing a
comprehensive analysis of the post-conflict scenario in Batticaloa, identifying the persistent challenges faced by its
inhabitants, and offering insights into potential strategies for sustainable recovery and development. Through a
nuanced understanding of the ongoing issues, policymakers, NGOs, and other stakeholders can develop targeted
interventions to address the multifaceted needs of the affected population and foster resilience in the region.

Households have to adopt to gradual
deteriorating economic trends and to cope with sudden political shock in the form of violence (Korf and Silva 2003).
Conflict, economic and political instability, and disasters are often responsible for forced displacement, denial of
basic human rights, and deliberate destruction of livelihoods of the people.
